Introduction

The MCA Fishing Vessel Safety Awareness Survey 2003, conducted by the Amey
Performance Measurement Group, was designed to obtain feedback on existing safety
information, currently available for use within the Fishing Community. Data was collected via
paper questionnaire, a copy of which is provided as an Appendix to this report.

A total of 3,453 questionnaires were sent out to 119 fishing vessel Associations and
Federations, with a request that they send out a copy to each of their Members. The
number of completed questionnaires returned was 123, representing a response rate of 4%.
However, it should be noted that distribution of the questionnaires was dependent upon the
Associations and Federations. As such, it is not known exactly how many questionnaires
were actually distributed amongst Members and therefore, the actual response rate.

Each questionnaire included the opportunity for respondents to make comments that they

felt relevant. This document provides those comments, classified by size of fishing vessel,
type of crew member, and type of water mainly operated in.

= Having been involved in a rather bad situation as regards vessel
construction and safety recently, may | suggest the MCA lay their
documents out more clearly as regards MSN 1756(F) part 5.1, where it
states "new fishing vessels etc must comply with the construction
standards issued by Seafish or equivalent standard recognised by MCA
prior to commencement of construction”. At no point does it state hull
only! But if we read the 'Seafish' construction standards published for
new vessels under 15m, we see under important note and general
requirements certify only part 1-8 of the standards for MCA. However, | Coastal
they will certify parts 9-13 that vessel meets requirements under these
standards. So where as MCA say the vessel, Seafish say only 'hull’ is
needed to be certified to comply. With the majority of vessels being lost
due to flooding or capsize, | would expect the whole vessel should be
certified. On speaking to the MCA Small Vessel Helpline, | was
informed that MCA do not check in any way Seafish Certificates, to
ensure vessel comes up to standard and that Seafish or Lloyds, | was
told, could interpret standards in any way!

necessary in some cases). On a local matter, weather forecasts could
be improved by using local knowledge, for example our local forecasts | Coastal
are broadcast on VHF every 4 hours from 00.10 am GMT. Therefore,
in the summer, no forecast is broadcast until 9.10 am local time, often
too late. | know we can call on the VHF at anytime but the problem is
that although fishermen are generally aware, the public are not and
looking at the bigger safety picture, interim forecasts could help.

Vessels with already low Deep Sea
freeboard, have been made to fit excessive amounts of ballast and
been rendered extremely wet ships, even to the point of being
dangerous. This all done in the name of so called safety! These class
of vessels were mostly built around a Government specified dimension
limit and although wet in the side decks, have proved excellent sea
ships in atrocious weather for a career of 20 or even 30 years. | feel
you are only interested in making figures match and not in reality.

= |tis now quite a number of years since, as Skipper of MB Adventurer
Ins 8, | reported a near collision off Gallon Head, Isle of Lewis. This
occurred whilst our vessel was trawling in a NE direction and the tanker
was on a SW course bound for Liverpool. The tanker was called
repeatedly on CH 16 as | monitored the tanker's course on my radar
screen. As it became obvious that we would be run down if I did not
call out the crew, who I instructed to let off the brakes of the winch and
run our works out and so avoiding the loss of vessel and possibly crew
as well. The tanker cleared our vessel, after us running the works out
by about 50 yards. After regaining my composure, | contacted
Stornaway Coastguard who logged the incident as well as recording in
the vessel's log-book. The MCA had all the information necessary to
take action on the Master of that vessel and chose to completely ignore
it. Fishermen have an already overburdened duty of paperwork and
should be taken seriously when incidents of the aforementioned kind
occur. Sorry this should have been inserted on the back page.

But the Government
seems happy to let us go bankrupt or drown. | think both are what they
really want in 30 and 40 year old boats, which we try to compete with
an EEC fleet of much more modern vessels. The oppressive and
unnecessary quota regime also raises huge safety issues which |
suppose are obvious.

M Notices

Merchant Shipping Notices (MSNs) contain information of a mandatory, legal nature referred to in statutory instruments.
Marine Guidance Notices (MGNs) contain advice and guidance to shipping and fishing industries on safety and
pollution prevention matters.

Marine Information Notices (MINs)  contain information on MCA business and on safety and pollution which is of value
to a limited audience or which will become time expired.

Articles of interest published in Fishing News

All information on new MGN's, MSN's and MIN's are now being published in Fishing News on a monthly basis. This is to mak
fishermen aware that new ones have been published. The MCA provide Stop Press articles, encouraging industry to contact
for safety information. We also produce regular articles and flyers on fishing related safety issues and in fishing relatedligations
eg Fishermen's Federation Newsletters.

Safety on the Sea Campaign

The Safety on the Sea campaign is a range of booklets that offer safety advice, not only to fishermen, but also to a wide raraje
audiences.
